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Design Items: Analysis Grid

Insert Analysis Grid

Can be configured to: 

. Define the data provider

. Define the range for the grid

. Define behaviors to attach to 
enhance the grid
. Generate a formula for each cell: 
the table item itself will then be 
replaced
. Apply default BEx formatting or 
use Excel formats
. Specify Clipping options
. Associate Charts
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Design Items: Navigation Pane

Insert Navigation Pane

Dimensions Tab (shown here): 
Decide on the most important 
dimensions (characteristics) in 
the query
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Design Items: Different Options for Selections

Insert Dropdown Box

Insert Checkboxes
Insert Radio Buttons

These 3 items allow the user to 
select a value to filter the report 
being displayed, by the 
connected characteristic
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Design Items: List of Exceptions and Conditions

Insert Condition List

Insert Exception List

Picks up the Exceptions and 
Conditions as defined in the 
query and allows users to 
activate and deactivate them as 
required. 
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Design Items: Bringing in Text Elements

Insert Text

. Configure data provider

. Select text elements for display 
using the checkbox

. Additionally it is possible to 
select all static filters
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Design Items: Workbook Settings

Settings

. Refresh workbook on open

. Process variables on refresh

. Protect workbook (add password to 
workbook to prohibit any changes)

. Delete or apply an existing theme

. Allow drag and drop

. Insert a new theme

Template Tabs
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Using Tab Pages (Easily ���� )

The Tab Page web item is used to organize 
template content on various Tab Pages 

Only one item can be assign to each tab 

To assign multiple Items to a tab, first 
assign the items to a container web  item. 
Then Assign container to the Tab  
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Using Text in the Web Template

Text can be entered directly to the Layout View 

Text Editor 
Toolbar
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Using the Command Wizard

Leveraging the power of WEB API in an easy and 
intutive fashion

Reduces the need for customer JavaScripting

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Why do we need formatted reports…

Reports need to be clear, but when reports are shared 
with outside parties (over the web) the formatting needs 
to be clear, professional and easy to understand

The report data should not be ‘changeable’

Complex data needs to be rearranged for better 
interpretation

Generate PDF documents from the reports

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Layout of the Report Designer (1)

Design Area: 
Displays the 

different report 
elements

Field Catalog:
Lists out the fields 

from the query, 
variables, text 

elements and custom 
texts also

Format Catalog:
Contains the different 

formatting styles 
applied to this report: 

Standard and 
Specific or Custom
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Layout of the Report Designer (2)

Report Structure:
Hierarchically 

displays all the 
components of the 
report on the right.

Properties:
Displays the 

properties of the 
selected report 

component
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Change Font or Color for Row Patterns or Fields

To change the format of a row 
pattern or a field, click on the 
field or on the field to the left on 
the row pattern to select the 
area.

Then use the formatting toolbar 
or menu to select the required 
change.
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Change Properties using Properties Area

You can also change the format for a field or a row 
pattern using the Properties Area
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Conditional Formatting

Formatting rules based on characteristic values
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Changing the position of a field using Drag-Drop

It is possible to change the position of a field in the 
report by simply dragging and dropping it in the 
required position.
